January 2024 Exam Schedule

Diploma exams, final exams and Grade 10 mid term exams will be taking place in January.
Please refer to the exam timetable now published on the school’s website homepage and in the
calendar. Diploma exam dates are set by the province and cannot be changed. If a student
misses the set date they will need to take the exam in April or in June.

Exam week is from January 19th to January 30th and Semester 2 starts on January 31st.
During the week beginning January 22nd Grade 9 will have the opportunity to take part in a
Career Exploration week.

Teacher Support

Teacher Support sessions run over lunchtime on Tuesdays, Wednesdays, and Thursdays.
These are sessions for students who need further teacher support to complete assignments or
who have missed a test due to an absence. Students will need to bring their lunch with them.
